ROMAN COLLINS’ 1993 MUSTANG

We have a new member from Lufkin, TX, who has just joined the club. His name is Roman Collins. In joining he sent some preview pictures of his unique Mustang, which I couldn’t pass up, so I asked him to send me some details so I could put them in the newsletter. He is planning to attend the January meeting and bring the DPS Mustang up so we can all see it.

Roman’s Mustang, a 1993 Ford Mustang LX 5.0 police sedan was delivered to Leif Johnson Ford in Austin, Texas in July 1993. It was one of only 200 purchased by the Texas Department of Public Safety from Ford that year and only 1 of 50 with red interior. It came from Ford with the black & white paint scheme commonly found on your typical state police units. It was marked with DPS insignia, lights and radios & was issued to Trooper B.A. Oppermann in Lee County, Texas near Giddings about 40 minutes east of Austin. It was used by the highway patrol service from August 1993 to October 1997 when it was retired with 101,054 miles on it. It was stripped of all equipment and painted red and sold at the state police auction in February 1998. It was bought by Mr. Danny L. Jones of College Station and used as daily transportation. Six months later, in September 1998, Mr. Danny Jones decided to sell the Mustang. With 107,000 miles on the retired unit, it was sold to Roman Collins for $6,400.00. Roman took possession of the car and used it for a daily driver until April 2002.

It was painted solid black and with the strictest permission, Roman, an employee of the Texas Department of Public Safety fulfilled his dream to restore and show this 1993 ex-Teas Highway Patrol unit.

The current mileage is:

143,569

Never wrecked, raced or abused.

It has a real DPS radio & siren in it

It has authentic Texas DPS markings that are magnetic/removable

It has a functional lightbar on top

Aftermarket additions on Roman’s Mustang include:

JVC CD player

Flowmaster mufflers

MAC cold air kit with K&N filter-charger

No more aftermarket additions are expected in the future

There are only four known restored Texas Highway Patrol Mustangs in Texas. Two are in Houston and one is in Lubbock.

Roman’s is the only one that is solid black, but that will be changing after Christmas and the car will be painted white (on the trunk, top and hood) where needed to complete authenticity and correct historical accuracy. Roman is a certified Texas peace officer and is a civilian employee for the Texas Department of Public Safety in Lufkin.

A specific letter outlining the intentions and use of the Mustang were detailed to the Director of the DPS. Approval was obtained by the DPS Director to mark the Mustang with DPS insignia in July 2002.

It is no longer a daily driver. It is only driver to shows or events. It is transported with a trailer when shown at events more than 3-4 hours in distance. Out of seven shows, three trophies have been netted mainly in the special interest, original restored or most interesting class.

There are no more DPS Mustangs on Texas’ highways. The last one was sold at auction in May 2000.
